


a. A student may submit an appeal of the final decision from the Dean within five
(5) days to the Academic Appeals Board. The Academic Honesty Appeal form is
located
(https://docs.google.com/forms/d/e/1FAIpQLSeKQzZ5ox6vHPDLSKcFTo-PdCX
jaTsfTAbrFhBB9Kcvmtwodg/viewform). The Office of the Registrar will notify
the instructor, Chair/Director and Dean that a formal appeal has been filed.

b. The Chair of the Academic Appeals Board shall convene a hearing within five (5)
days of receipt of the appeal. The student and the instructor may have an advisor
or counsel present during the hearing. The Board may question witnesses, accept
evidence, and request clarification as needed. It is recommended that the Board
shall ensure the hearing is audio and/or video recorded, especially if the
recommended sanction results in dismissal from an academic program.

c. The Academic Appeals Board shall forward its written recommendation to the
Provost or their designee within three (3) days after the hearing concludes. This
recommendation shall also be sent to the student, instructor, Chair/Director and
Dean. The Provost shall accept
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
