   Section 3.  The Executive Vice President, whose qualifications shall be the same as those 63 

for President, shall serve as Vice President of the Senate and as Chairman of 64 

the Campus Activities Board. 65

 Section 4. The Vice President of Administration shall serve as the Secretary of the 67 

Student Senate and Campus Activities Board. The Vice President of 68 

Administration must be a full-time student. The office holder shall maintain 69 

these standards, as well as others prescribed in the by-laws, at the time of 70 

election and during the term of office.   71

Section 5. The Vice President of Finance shall serve as the Treasurer of the S.G.A. and 73 

monitor all funds received from the University. The Vice President of Finance 74 

shall be a full-time student. The office holder shall maintain these standards, 75 

as well as others prescribed in the by-laws, at the time of election and during 76 

the term of office.   77

Section 6. The President of RCA and the Chief Justice shall be considered as “ex-officio” 79 

members of Executive Council, they shall work as liaisons for their respective 80 

branches, but will not have voting privileges in the Executive Council or 81 

Senate.  82

ARTICLE III. THE STUDENT SENATE 84

 Section 2.  Senators or Executive Officers of the S.G.A. can be recalled on the petition of 222 

twenty-five percent (25%) of their respective constituencies, subject to a 223 

majority vote of such constituency. 224

ARTICLE   IX. AMENDMENTS AND BYLAWS 226 

 227 

 Section l.  The Student Senate shall have the power to enact by-laws to implement the 228 

provisions of this Constitution. 229 

 230 

 Section 2.  Any proposed changes in the By-laws shall be endorsed by one-fifth (l/5) of 231 

the Senators, and shall require approval by two-thirds (2/3) of the 232 

membership of the Senate. 233 

 234 

 Section 3.  Amendments to this constitution can be proposed by a three-fourths (3/4) 235 

majority vote of the Student Senate or by a petition signed by 25% of the 236 

total Student Body.  Such amendments shall be ratified by a plurality vote of 237 

the student electorate subject to approval of the M.S.U. Board of Regents. 238

ARTICLE   X. RATIFICATION 240 

 241 

 Section l.  This Constitution shall be ratified by a majority of those voting, subject to 242 

final approval of the Murray State University Board of Regents. 243
